BYLAWS OF THE COMMITTEE FOR LIBARY AND INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY OF SPRING HILL COLLEGE

AS AMENDED  February 6, 2004

ARTICLE I:  PURPOSES

Section A. 
The committee shall carry out the duties assigned to it in Section 1.16.4 E, of the Charter of the Faculty Assembly:

1. The review of and, where necessary, the recommendation of motions concerning the Library, Information Literacy and Information Technology.

2. Serving in an advisory capacity to the Director of the Library in matters concerning the library, including library budgets.

3. Serving in an advisory capacity to the Academic Vice President and to the Director of Academic Computing in matters concerning Information Literacy and Technology.

4. Providing for collaboration between the library staff, academic computing and faculty in the development of programs, services, and resources for the library and academic computing.

5.  Development of policies concerning audio-visual resources, web resources and copyright issues.

ARTICLE II: MEMBERSHIP

Section A.
The committee shall be composed of:



1. a representative from each Division of the College.



2. a representative from the professional librarians,



3. a representative from the academic computing staff

4. a student representative appointed for a one-year term by the Student Government Association.

5. the Vice President for Academic Affairs shall serve ex-officio as a non-voting member.

6. the Director of the Library shall serve ex-officio as an non-voting member.

Section B.
All committee members (with the exception of the student representative) will serve three-year terms of office, staggered to ensure continuity. 

ARTICLE III: OFFICERS

Section A.
The committee shall elect a chair and a secretary.  These officers are elected at the first meeting of each academic year.

Section B.  
The terms of office shall be for one academic year.

ARTICLE IV: MEETINGS

Section A. 
The Committee Chair shall call the first meeting of each academic year.

Section B.
The committee shall meet when necessary and based on the work that must be accomplished during the year.  Often the activity of the committee will be carried on by its members, as each member functions in a liaison capacity between the library and the members of his/her Division.

ARTICLE V: CONDUCT OF BUSINESS

Section A.
A quorum of the committee shall consist of on half of the voting members.

Section B.
A simple majority of those present and voting shall be required for a motion to pass.

Section C.
Minutes of committee meetings shall be kept.  The secretary shall send a copy to each member, one copy to the Academic Affairs Office, and one copy to the Executive Committee of the College Assembly.

Section D.
The work of the committee shall be:

1. Each member of the committee will be responsible in a liaison capacity between his/her constituency (e.g., the members of a particular division, or the student body, etc.) and the Library (the library liaison appointed by the library director for each division).  These responsibilities will include:




a) making sure book orders are in on time.

b) informing division members of how much money is available for book orders, particularly as deadlines approach.

c) passing on announcement, information and clarifications of library procedure or policy to the division.

d) delivering complaints, suggestions and information from the division to the Library Liaison or to the Director of the Library.

e) working on any ad hoc project or issue required by the committee.

2. Draft motions concerning Information Literacy and Technology as it relates to the college curriculum.

3. Oversee the role of Information Literacy and Technology in the college curriculum.

Section E.
The Bylaws shall be amended by a simple majority of the committee, followed by approval of the executive committee of the College Assembly.
